5. Application Requirements

1.  To enroll courses offered in Japanese (except Japanese Language Courses)

(1) Enrolled as a sophomore, junior, or senior student at one of School of Arts and Letters' partner
institutions.

(2) Satisfy Japanese language proficiency requirement.

[For course in Japanese Literature, and Literary Arts and Media]
- Japanese Proficiency Level Test N2 and above, or its equivalent level
[For course in British and American Literature, Drama and Theatre Arts, Japanese History,
Western History, Archaeology, Clinical Psychology, Contemporary Sociology, Philosophy]
- Japanese Proficiency Level Test N3 and above, or its equivalent level

[For course in German Literature, French Literature, Asian History, Geography]

- Japanese Proficiency Level Test N4 and above, or its equivalent level

2. To enroll courses offered in English (and Japanese Language Courses)

(1) Enrolled as a sophomore, junior, senior student at one of School of Arts and Letters' partner
institutions.

(2) Satisfy English language proficiency requirement:
- TOEFL BT 61 (PBT 500), IELTS 4.5, TOEIC 600, CEFR B1 and above
- Applicants who underwent high school (secondary school) education or are undergoing

university education conducted entirely in English are not required to submit English test
score.

(13) To enroll in subject courses offered in Japanese (except Japanese Language Courses):
A photocopy of your Japanese Language Proficiency Test Certificate or Japanese Language
Proficiency Certificate (designated form)

(14) To enroll in subject courses offered in English:
A copy of English Language Proficiency Test Certificate (if applicable)

7. Notes

There may be some regulations regarding class registration based on students’ Japanese language

proficiency level.

Applicants may not be accepted into their first-choice program.

Official transcripts will be issued in the end of September for the Spring semester and in the end of April

for the Fall semester.
