Guidelines on Applying for Double Major, 2022—2

Under the University Constitution and Regulations in Chapter 4, Section 3, Article 35
Academic Operations Regulation Chapter 6, Section 2, subsection 1 on Double Major

1. Eligibility

This requlation applies to freshmen admitted in 1997 onwards

1) Applicants whose 1st major have already been designated are eligible to apply for double
major

2) Applicants should have registered for more than 3 semesters. (Transfer students can apply
after completing a minimum of one semester at Korea University.)

3) KU students who are currently registered for 2022—1 semester.
Students who are on leave of absence at the time of (or during) the application period

semester will be disqualified even after being announced as successful applicants.

4) Students who are already in double major, interdisciplinary major, student—designed major
and engineering authentication certificate program are NOT eligible to apply unless students
withdraw from the program before May 5(Thu), 2022.

(1) Students who would like to cancel the acceptance of double major(including
interdisciplinary major, student—designed major) and apply for other programs should
complete the withdrawal procedure.

(2) Re—application to the double major(including interdisciplinary major, student—designed
major) can only be accepted once.

(3) Failed applicants for double major(including interdisciplinary major, student—designed
major) should pursue a single intensive major.

5) Students are NOT allowed to double major in Law School, Department of Computer Science
Education, Division of Computer and Communication Engineering, College of Medicine,
College of Nursing, Cyber Defense, College of Pharmacy.

Five new majors (starting from 2021 and 2022 at Seoul campus) are also not allowed for double major.
Students may apply for ‘Big Data Science’ and ‘'Division of Cultural Heritage Convergence’ (Sejong Campus)

have completed DSSP151, 152 and DCSC153, 154 and obtain overall GPA of B+ (3.5) or above.

Re—application to a double major could only be accepted
if a place is available.

@ If a student fails to be re—accepted, she/he shall continue intensive course of the
first major.

@ Student who wishes to cancel the acceptance and pursues an intensive course of

the first major should complete withdrawal procedure as well.

7. Guidelines for freshmen admitted from 2004 onwards

1) The mandatory regulation of completing a second major is applied to students entering from 2004

onwards. Student subject to this regulation must complete one of the followings; 1) intensive major

course of first major 2)double major 3) interdisciplinary major 4)student—designed major. (Applicant

who is transferred with a bachelor's degree can choose not to complete a second major.

2) Intensive major course of 1st major assumes a similar form to the existing single major system.

3) Student who wishes to cancel current double/interdisciplinary/engineering authentication program and

re—apply, shall complete withdrawal procedure by May 5 (Thu) 2022. Re—application to the double

major (including interdisciplinary major, student—designed major) can only be accepted once.
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8. Credit Completion and Approval

1) Double major courses which students have already completed before the approval of the application
shall be approved as double major credits. The approval of the credits earned should be determined by

each department’s academic regulations.

2) Double major students may graduate only after satisfying the graduation requirements established for

both 1% and double major by their departments.

3) Double major students may graduate only after satisfying the graduation requirements established for

both 1st and double majors.

4) Freshmen admitted in 2003;

Students withdrawing from a double major program after commencing it shall be conferred a degree with

the 1% major.

Freshmen admitted in 2004 onwards;

Student must complete either a 2™ major (Interdisciplinary major, double major or student—designed

major) or intensive major course of the 1°' major.

5) Upon satisfying the graduation requirements of both the 1°® and double majors, students shall be

conferred with the bachelor’s degree of each major.

6) For any questions related to the curriculum and graduation requirements please contact the relevant

department or college.

9. Certificates and Degree Conferral

1) Double major completion shall be transcribed on each certificate as follows;
— Certificate of Studentship: 1% and Double Majors
— Academic Transcript: 1% and Double Majors

— Certificate of Graduation: 1% and Double Majors

2) Certificate of Graduation shall be issued together for the 1st major and double major.
